SJK (C) NAAM KHEUNG AGREED 

ENTRANCE RELOCATION NOT NEEDED 
Kuala Lumpur, 14 August 2013: Mass Rapid Transit Corporation Sdn Bhd (MRT Corp) wishes to clarify issues concerning construction works for the MRT project near Sekolah Jenis Kebangsaan (C) Naam Kheung at Batu 3½, Jalan Cheras, following reports by the media recently.
MRT Corp reaffirms the decision that construction work related to the MRT Project in the area adjacent to SJK(C) Naam Kheung will only take place during the year-end school holidays. This decision was reached with the school’s Board of Directors, Board of Governors and Parent-Teacher Association during a meeting on 23 May 2013 and was made in the interest of safety of the students of the school.
MRT Corp Chief Executive Officer Dato’ Azhar Abdul Hamid said there is no intention to change this agreement. 
“I explained in an earlier media statement that our contractor IJM Construction Sdn Bhd, and Project Delivery Partner, MMC Gamuda KVMRT (PDP) Sdn Bhd, had misunderstood certain points from the meeting. They now clearly understand that there will not be any work until the year-end school holidays,” he said.

He said the type of work during the school holidays included the commencement and completion of piling and pile-capping works. However, other works such as formwork to complete the construction of the piers and viaduct will continue after the school holidays. These works will only take place after school hours and will not affect the safety of students nor disrupt traffic flow in the area.
Dato’ Azhar said the decision to postpone construction work at the site was to give the school and the parents of students some peace of mind.
“However, I am confident that if we had to carry out construction work when school is on, our work will not pose any danger to the students at all. We have worksites next to shopping areas and busy highways with thousands of people and cars passing by. I am proud to say that the safety standard our contractors adhere to has allowed us to work without endangering anyone,” he said.
Dato’ Azhar said the option of relocating the school entrance was offered initially during discussions with the school.  MRT Corp had also offered to change the location of one of the MRT piers near the school which the school rejected.
“The request to relocate the entrance was in relation to the safety of the students. Since MRT Corp had agreed to only start construction work near the school during the year-end school holidays, the reason for the relocation of the entrance no longer existed. 
“As MRT Corp had decided to postpone construction work in the area, the school’s Board of Directors, Board of Governors and Parent-Teacher Association agreed during the meeting on 23 May 2013 that there was no reason to pursue the issue of entrance relocation. As such, I do not understand why this issue has resurfaced,” Dato’ Azhar added.
Furthermore, Dato’ Azhar said MRT Corp was advised not to pursue that option because the school’s ownership of the land on which the proposed new entrance was to be built was not clearly established. 
SJK(C) Naam Kheung is located near the Maluri South Portal where the MRT Sungai Buloh-Kajang alignment surfaces from underground and continues on an elevated viaduct. One of the piers for this viaduct is located at the edge of the school bus lay-by area in front of the school. The MRT project did not involve any acquisition of land belonging to the school.

About the MRT Project
MRT is a new rail transport system for the Klang Valley. It is part of the government’s Greater Kuala Lumpur/Klang Valley’s National Key Economic Area (NKEA), under the Economic Transformation Programme. The Sungai Buloh – Kajang (SBK) Line runs for 51kms, from the north-west town of Sg Buloh to the south-east city town of Kajang. Upon completion, it will comprise 31 stations, and serve 1.2 million people along the route. It will also have strategic integration with KL’s existing rail transport network, namely the LRT, Monorail and KTM Komuter, as well as intra and inter-city bus routes. The end result will be better connectivity for KL and its surrounding cities, while reducing the number of cars that enter the capital.
